ACCORDING TO THE PROMISE OF LIFE 

 

 
 

 Many years ago when the apostle Paul was facing the 
end of his life, he wrote a second letter to his son in the faith, 
Timothy. Paul wanted this young man to know that his 
apostleship was possible through the will of God. And, as a 
direct extension of that, he was an apostle through the 
promise of life in Christ Jesus. 
 The promise of lifeñwhat a hopeful phrase! Paul had 
experienced the emptiness of life apart from Christ. And 
now, after his being called to be an apostle of Jesus Christ, 
he has spent probably thirty years living in the context of 
and living in the expectation of the promise of life in Christ. 
Four things about this promise of life that appeals to us  
today, just as Paul wanted it to appeal to his son in the 
faith, Timothy. 
 This promise of life is dynamic. It is alive and vital. Paul 
had given his entire life over to this promise, knowing full 
well that he had to leave his former life behind. But what a 
trade it was! 
 This promise of life is in Christ, and not anything else. 
This unique relationship that Paul enjoyed with Christ was 
not based on anything he accomplished, or his religious  
heritage. Christ alone had saved him, and Paul knew how 
much he owed his Savior. 
 This promise of life gives hope for the future. Paul   
constantly kept his eyes on the prize, and he constantly kept 
looking for the return of Jesus. His constant prayer was for 
his readers to be transformed into the image of Christ so 
that they could presented blameless at his coming.  
 This promise of life was modeled in his own leadership. 
Paul knew what it was like to go from death to life. He also 
knew that his own leadership for the churches afforded him 
opportunity to model the kind of life that was truly a      
servant of God. On several occasions Paul invited his readers 
to òimitate me as I also imitate Christ.ó It is this role as a 
Christian mentor that Paul took seriously in his own       
leadership. 
 Indeed, this is a powerful yet under-used term: 
òaccording to the promise of life.ó It raises for each one of us 
the following questions: 
 

1. Is my life full of life according to the promise in Jesus? 
2. Do I really know how much I owe Jesus for my life? 
3. Do I have a powerful hope for the future? 
4. Do I take seriously my role as a Christian mentor with 

this promise of life? 
 

Life is sacred, and my Christian calling is lived òaccording to 
the promise of life!ó
