At Christmas and Easter we give them a gift bag filled with the things that they are allowed to 
have, a real treat for them. Twice annually, we host a free family fun day so the women and their families can be 
together for bowling, swimming, a fashion show or a sit-down dinner complete with door prizes.  
 
This ministry work is shared among seven different denominations in the local area. Once a prisoner is released, all

¶ (most importantly) stay in touch about basic needs--prayer, food, clothing, shelter
