Denver is the "modertay slave" of the subtitle because he grew up in an area of the country
that continued to use poor blacks and whites as cotton sharecroppers for little or no compen-
sation into the middle of the 20th century. Having no education, no possessions and no knowledge of anestelife
meant that when Denver left his shack and his work for The Man, his new life of homelessness on the streets of a city in
Texas was a huge improvement!

Ron is the "international art dealer” of the subtitle because he found he had a surprising knack for spotting good art
pieces and negotiating eveicher purchases for collectors. At first his growing success led him to risk his marriage
through an affair, but his underlying love for his wife Debbie and her-sot# faith in God sealed the breach and created
an even stronger bond between them.

The book takes us on the concurrent life paths of the two men until they converge into a collaboration orchestrated by
Debbie and her simple trust in God and her love for everyone. The troubling situation that brings the three together so
dramatically is the heart of the story, revealing Denver's wisdom and Ron's spiritual journey.
