Every one in the congregation has been excited about mov-
ing to a new building. Primarily because it is a good thing for
the congregation. The rent at the old location had gone up
and we were nearing to end of our lease. This move was go-
ing to be temporary to cut the cost of rent and look for some
property to purchase. What we saw as a momentary solution
God made a permanent fix.

We were initially only going to rent. We were told that the

new property were going to rent was for sale. This was ap-

pealing for several reasons. One, it is a good location. It is on the same main road we were already
on and it was only two blocks down the street. Second, it is a good size. There is enough room to
expand the current building. Third, the current building can be used temporarily until it can be
added on to. The structure is built well so we should have no issues adding on to it.

With those things in mind it was decided to make an offer on the house and it was accepted. A
down payment has already been made and the paper work is in process. This normally takes 30 to
45 days to complete, but the office down town that handles these transactions is on strike. We
found out that this sometimes happens toward the end of the year. The estimated time for comple-
tion is about 90 days. After the 90 days we should have full ownership of the property.

We have finished moving in and November 1st was our first Sunday in the new location. So while
that Sunday marked the change of time for you it marked a big
change in the work here in Paraguay. For the first time the
church will own property in this country. While the kingdom “is
not of this world” it is a sign of growth and stability in the
church that meets on 650 Sacramento Ave. As Chris Fry
preached Sunday we thank God not only for this blessing but
also for being one who blesses. For almost two years the team
has been looking for a location to purchase. Who knew the
Lord would provide two blocks down the street. May we al-
ways remember that God’s grace and blessing is closer than
we may know.
