We have been in the new location for a month and the task of turning a house into a useable
space for the church has presented some challenges. Most of these hurtles come with any move.
Where do we put all the stuff? Should this go here or there? How could this space be best used?
The real challenge has been knowing that all the changes we make are temporary. The building is
being purchased with the intent of remodeling and creating a larger worship area and more class
room space. So the question then becomes, how much work is just enough to function until bigger
changes can be made? Right now an architect is drawing up some plans and a campaign in being
put together to raise the funds needed for the renovations. All the money has been raised for the
purchase of the building and the paper work is being processed. | mentioned before about a strike
at the downtown office that handles the paper work for the transferring of ownership. They have
settled their differences and are back in operation; | am sure that makes for a healthy working envi-
ronment. Within a few months the building will belong to the Paraguayans and this will be the first
time the church has owned property and had a permanent location to work from. There is still much
work to be done as we are raising money to get the building in working order with room to grow,
please keep praying for the church in Paraguay.

People from the states have asked how our Spanish is coming. It is difficult to know how to
